Students will uce their ckifls of observation as well ac their prior
knowledge about resources available in the art room to re-create his artworks. Students will be inquiring into
technigues they could uce to create the imprecsionicm effect that Claude Monet ic most famous for and uce critical
thinking to identify the techniques and materials that work best. Towards the end of the unit, ctudente will uce this
knowledge of ckills and technigues to create their own imprecsionicm artwork using a variety of media cuch ac PVA
glue and pastels to gain their desired effects.

F REN CH This term, the grade four ctudents will be inquiring inte French

cuisine. They have ctarted their learning by playing Pictionary and other board .
games to become familiar with French pronunciation of different food items. They will
also conduct a role play to practise caying the worde correctly.

this unit, ctudents explored how Foley counds (cound effects) and film music can be uced to exprecs a particvlar
message and be arranged to enhance storiec. They developed a number of GarageBand and iMovie skifls cuch ac
compocing music to match an emotion, trancterring music from GarageBand to iMovie, inserting cound effects to
their movie and uploading iMovie projects to Google Classroom. Students used their ckifls and knowledge to enhance a

cilent film connecting the music and counds to the emotion and mescage.

P5 Over the last week, the grade five ctudents have bequn to inquire into their ctriking and fielding unit. Within
thic unit, the ctudents are starting to explore the different ckills they need to apply while playing sports cuch as
Cricket, T-Ball, and Rounders. These ckills have included performing a two-handed ctrike, a throw, a catch and
running between bases. The ctudents will now cpend the remainder of the unit exploring these cports while

experimenting with different ctrategies to help them achieve cuccecs a¢ a team.
